What you will need to recreate this project: 
 

1 x A6 (10.5 x 14.8 cm) card blank – white 

13.8 x 9.5 cm Core’dinations card – to co-ordinate with 

feature paper 

8.8 x 12.8 cm piece from the 30cm (12”) square paper 

1 x 7 – 7.5 cm decorative die cut circle - pearl white 

Approx. 30cm x 7mm ribbon – blue 

Quilled flower 

Two medium die cut leaves – green Core’dinations card 

Fine line border peel offs – silver 

Little decorative peel off - silver 

 

 

How to assemble this project: 

 

Edge the Core’dinations card with peel off borders. Using the 3D pads attach the piece of 

feature paper centrally onto the Core’dinations card, allowing a border to remain visible.  

 

Wrap the ribbon around both layers, about 3 cm from the left edge & tie a bow before trimming 

the ends if necessary. With the same 3D pads attach the panel centrally to the main card. 

 

Fix the leaves to the die cut circle before, with 3D pads, attaching the circle to the right of 

the ribbon on the main card. 

 

Finally, using glue gel, attached the quilled flower. Put aside until dry.
